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The   Museum     
The  Cole  Harbour  Heritage  Farm  Museum  is  an  original  Cole  Harbour  farm,  cul�vated  con�nuously  for  over  200                   
years.  It  has  operated  as  a  community  museum  since  1978  and  is  owned  and  operated  by  the  Cole  Harbour                     
Rural  Heritage  Society  (CHRHS).  The  museum  site  is  a  rural  oasis  tucked  into  the  middle  of  a  now  bustling  urban                      
centre.  The  main  museum  site  consists  of  12  buildings.  Of  those,  two  are  historic  houses,  six  are  historic  barns                     
and  outbuildings  and  the  remainder  are  museum  support  structures.  This  "open  air"  museum  also  includes                 
gardens,  pastureland,  pathways  and  a  small  wetland  and  natural  reserve.  In  addi�on  to  the  heritage  buildings,                  
the  museum  collec�on  consists  of  approximately  4000  ar�facts  represen�ng  the  evolu�on  of  agriculture  in  the                 
area,  along  with  the  implements  and  personal  items  of  the  peoples  who  made  Cole  Harbour  home.  A  small                    
representa�on  of  tradi�onal  farm  animals  is  kept  on  site  along  with  heritage  gardens  and  na�ve  species  of                   
trees  and  shrubs,  crea�ng  our  living  collec�on.  The  site  contains  a  busy  tearoom  and  gi�  shop  within  the                    
original  farmhouse,  a  working  blacksmith  shop  and  is  a  cultural  and  social  hub  for  the  community  of  Cole                    
Harbour.   The   Museum   operates   on   a   free   will   dona�on   basis,   welcoming   over   20,000   visitors   per   year.     

The   Posi�on     
The  Groundsperson  maintains  and  enhances  the  grounds,  gardens  and  public  areas  of  the  Museum;  an  integral                  
part   of   the   Heritage   Farm’s   interpre�ve   value   and   a   much   enjoyed   community   green   space.     

Repor�ng   to   the   Museum   Director,   du�es   of   the   Groundsperson   shall   include:     

●    Ensure   that   museum   grounds   are   kept   safe,   free   of   debris   and   a�rac�ve;     
●    Maintain   museum   recrea�on/games   areas;     
●    Mow   lawns,   trim   shrubs,   and   prune   trees   as   required;     
●    Assist   with   the   ongoing   development   of   the   farm   walk   and   interpre�ve   trail;     
●    Weed   and   maintain   pathways,   small   scale   landscaping   as   required;     
●    Maintain/paint/repair   public   picnic   tables   and   benches,   fences,   and   signage;     
●    Empty   exterior   refuse   and   recycling   bins;     
●    Empty   exterior   dona�on   receptacles,   restock   exterior   leaflets/museum   literature;     
●    Prepare   main   courtyard   for   scheduled   fes�vals   and   events,   including   canopy   set   up,   sea�ng   
arrangements,   and   bandstand   assembly;     
●    Assist   museum   gardeners   in   aspects   of   garden   maintenance;     
●    Other   site   maintenance   as   required;     
●    Be   friendly   and   welcoming   to   museum   visitors,   and   assist   with   queries   where   possible;   
●    Contribute   to   the   overall   success   of   the   summer   season

●    Enrolled   in/graduate   of   an   agricultural,   hor�cultural,   landscaping   or   recrea�on   studies   program;
